The purpose of this would be to have fun and promote competition within the club.  He suggested that this be put into the club constitution at the AGM.  He also noted that the constitution hasn’t allowed for the member category of social member as per SLSA membership form.


It was agreed that there was merit in Jason O’Donnell’s suggestion for club championships, noting that they had been previously held.  It was agreed that there was no need to alter the constitution as it does not prevent club championships.  It is simply a matter of there being sufficient interest to conduct them.
